Swim Lesson Guidelines
We are proud to offer classes led by experienced water safety instructors. In order to ensure that both you and your child get the most from swim lessons, please follow these guidelines:

· Please arrive early and be ready to get in the water at the start of your lesson. 

· We ask that you sit on the bleachers during your child’s lesson. This not only helps the instructor, but your child as well. 

· All other siblings not participating in swim lessons must be with their parent at all times.

· DO NOT bring your child if he/she has been sick. Follow the same policies you would for school or day care. Please be considerate of others.

· Children are expected to obey the Swim Instructor at all times. Failure to do so could result in dismissal from swim lessons without a refund.
· Children that are not potty trained are required to wear a swim diaper while being in the pool. 

· Classes with less than three registrants will be cancelled due to lack of participation and a refund will be provided.
· A parent is required to participate in the parent/child class.

· Proper swim attire is required in the pool at all times (lined swim trunks for males, swim suits for females). Parents participating in Parent Child “Smart Start” Classes must wear proper swim attire
· A Parent or Legal Guardian must be present during “walk-up registration” to register each child for swim lessons. There will be no registration over the phone.  NO EXCEPTIONS
· Only lessons cancelled by the Recreation Center will be made up by the instructor. 
Under NO circumstance will a make-up be granted for participants failure to attend
**A $25 Program Pass is required for participation in lessons. If you wish to swim during open swim or lap swim, you must purchase a Full Membership or pay $5.00 per person upon entry to the building.
